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A COMPARISON OF MORPHOLOGICAL CHARACTERS OF
THE POPULATIONS OF SHOREA CHINENSIS
FROM DIFFERENT REGIONS

Abstract A comparison of morphelogical characters of the populations of Shorea
chinensis occurring in different regions is made in the paper. The morphological
variances of the different populations of S#orea chinensis occur mainly in their frait
wings. The population in S Yunnan uszually has relatively chert and wide fruit
wings and the population in SW Guangxi has relatively long and less wide fruit
wings, while the populations in SE Yunnan has the variance of fruit wing just af
the middle of the former two. Further more, the lenglh of {fruit wing of the po-
pulation in S Yunnan is completely within the scope of wing length of the popula-
tions in SW Guangxi. Although there are statistically variances in the populaticns
from three different regions, the variances occnr continucusly and gradually, and
the disjunction among them can ngt he recognozed clearly. Therefore, it is not
acceptable that the populations of the species from different regions were taxonomi-
cally treated as varieties.
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
