Abstract: Weizhou Island, a national marine park, is the biggest volcanic island in China. The plants of Weizhou Island

have been investigated by the Third Institute of Oceanography, State Oceanic Administration and Xiamen University

twice in 2016 and 2017. In total, 348 herbarium specimens were collected. From these collections two genera ( Lepturus

and Thuarea) and six species from across four families were identified as new records to Guangxi ( Indigofera colutea,

Vigna marina, Blachia penizii, Leucas chinensis, Lepturus repens and Thuarea involuta). All these species are adapted to

the coastal habitat. These new records not only enriched the data of plant diversity of Guangxi, but also provide a useful

reference for ecological remediation of coastal areas.
