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NOVELTIES IN ANNONACEAE FROM ASIA

Abstract The present paper is a partial revision of Asian Annonaceae. [t treats
six genera and twenty-six species and infraspecific taxa, including two new names
and three new combhinations: Desmos soccopetaloides, D. elmeri, D. rostrato, Miliusa
prolifica, Polyallhia isiangiona. also, nine, names are reduced to synonymy: Mitrephora -
collinsae = M. thorelii, Fissistigma clementis = F. uonicum, Polyalthia cheliensis and
P. simiarym subsp. cheliensis = P. simiarum, P. consanguinea = P. obligua, Melodorum
vietnamense and var, caleareum = Uwvaria tonkinensis, Melodorum subglobrum = U.
tonkinensis, U, cordaio (Dunal) Alston = U. macrophylla. New distribution data is
given for Fissistigma pallens and Polyaithia littorolis.
